After breakfast, board the Chief of Two Guns across Swiftcurrent Lake then on the Morning Eagle to cruise Lake Josephine. Enjoy lunch back at Many  
Glacier before we board our bus to Waterton, Alberta Canada. We will have a group dinner tonight at Waterton Lakes Lodge.

DAY 6   TUESDAY, JULY 21 ( B, L) 
After breakfast, we’ll drive north to Ft. Macleod where the Canadian Mounties had an outpost and today share their heritage with a 
musical ride on horseback in full uniform.
