
DAY 1 MONDAY 
We depart tonight from the AMTRAK STATION in St. Paul. Settle into your roomy coach reclining seat as we travel west on AMTRAK’S

DAY 2 TUESDAY 
Today we’ll travel across North Dakota and Montana in route to Whitefish. Enjoy the scenery from your seat or from the dome car. Meals 
are available in the dining car or the lounge car before arriving in Whitefish this evening.

After breakfast, we’ll drive north to Ft. Macleod where the Canadian Mounties had an outpost and today share their heritage with a 
musical ride on horseback in full uniform.
